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Martin's mother, Karen Kelly said police told her that they
think her son fell into the water.

However, police have said that they have no no evidence that
Martin is in the water.

The family pleaded with the search and rescue teams
working in Ardglass to help them.

Paul Kelly, Martin's brother in law, said: "We find it
absolutely amazing that he may be in the River Lagan.

"We have asked for an extensive search, but up to this time
it has not been done.

"We know the police are very under resourced. | think that
has been explained as well to the Ardglass people. We just
want Martin's body home. If he is in the River Lagan we need
to get it out.”

Teams from Drogheda and Dundalk have agreed to search in
the River Lagan.

Some of the divers took
unpaid leave to come to
Ardglass.

Richard Skelly, Boyne
Fishermen's Rescue and
Recovery, said: "We are
voluntary search groups...We
will never turn anybody down,

if we can. Karen Kelly whose son, Martin, is still
missing

“If it was one of your own, you would like them recovered or

found. The family have to be going through a living

nightmare, hopefully we can bring it to closure for them."

The Kelly family said they had been left with no choice but to
take matters into their own hands. They just want to know
what has happened to Martin.

Hls mother, Karen, said: "l get up in the morning, it is just
another day. It is like a living nightmare. | think I have died
and | am in hell."
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
